Lesson Objective(s) 
Students will be able to:
· Identify Deep Creek Lake as a man-made lake, created by the construction of a dam.
· Explain the purpose of the dam and lake, which was to generate electricity.
· Locate Deep Creek Lake on a map of Maryland and identify its location relative to other geographical features.
· Understand the impact of the lake on the environment and local communities.
· Describe the history of the lake's creation, including the name of the company that built it and when it was completed.
· Explain the difference between a natural lake and a man-made lake. 
Language Objectives:
· Students will be able to:
· Use vocabulary related to the history of Deep Creek Lake, such as "dam," "hydroelectric," "tributary," and "shoreline".
· Participate in class discussions about the history of Deep Creek Lake.
· Write a  paragraph summarizing the history of Deep Creek Lake or create a PowerPoint/Google Docs presentation.
Skills Objectives:
· Students will be able to:
· Analyze primary and secondary sources to learn about the history of Deep Creek Lake.
· Use maps to locate Deep Creek Lake and identify its location relative to other geographical features.
· Work collaboratively in small groups to research and present information about Deep Creek Lake.
· Draw conclusions about the impact of the lake on the environment and local communities.

Instructions for this lesson:
· Give students a quiz to assess background knowledge. (see below)
· Students will view “What is a Lake YouTube video.” Discuss how they think  lakes are formed.
· Students will view “How Are Lakes Formed YouTube video.”
· Discuss what type of lake they think Deep Creek Lake is. They will defend their decision.
· What are some “uses” for a lake (fishing, swimming, etc.)
· Tell students that DCL is a manmade lake. Ask students why they think DCL was constructed.
· Students will view video on the Operation of Deep Creek Lake Dam from DCL100 Lecture Series Number 3 (already linked) 
· Intro vocabulary terms: "dam," "hydroelectric," "tributary," and "shoreline".
· Students will use DCL100 website and view DCL timeline.
· Create a PowerPoint/Google Doc presentation of the five most interesting facts you learned about the lake to present to the group.
· Students will view  and discuss YouTube video “The Operation of Deep Creek Lake Dam.”
